Note to Customers outside the United States:

U.S. law prohibits the exportation of many different feathers and furs without use of a valid export license. I have re-applied for my export license even though the export fee has doubled. This means that each export (each shipment) costs $100, a fee that I simply must pass on to the customer. This export fee applies to feathers from all pheasants, all wild waterfowl, and all fur products. It does not apply to feathers from chickens, peafowls, guinea and a few other birds, so only normal shipping charges apply to those items. Foreign payment should be made in a money order made out in U.S. funds. Please email me ahead of time to check on which items are covered by the export permit. As of 11/1/05 I have not yet received my renewed export license, but it should be here any time.
